1 All Competition Rules

In respect of Section 10.5, a competitor who alldlaes muzzle of his firearm to point at any partaobther
person’s body (e.g. Match Official or spectatoryidg a course of fire, will be disqualified for wafe gun
handling. Exception: a disqualification is not hpgible if the problem is due to another personeaping
downrange from the competitor during a course of, fiprovided that the competitor complies with the
provisions of Rule 8.6.5. However, if a competi&a@ction causes another person to appear downdingeg a
course of fire, the exception does not apply aedctimpetitor will be disqualified for unsafe gumdbng.
